Warnings to Installers
Whelen’s emergency vehicle warning devices must be properly mounted and wired in order to be effective and safe. Read and follow all of Whelen’s written
instructions when installing or using this device. Emergency vehicles are often operated under high speed stressful conditions which must be accounted for
when installing all emergency warning devices. Controls should be placed within convenient reach of the operator so that they can operate the system without
taking their eyes off the roadway. Emergency warning devices can require high electrical voltages and/or currents. Properly protect and use caution around
live electrical connections.Grounding or shorting of electrical connections can cause high current arcing, which can cause personal injury and/or vehicle
damage, including fire. Many electronic devices used in emergency vehicles can create or be affected by electromagnetic interference. Therefore, after
installation of any electronic device it is necessary to test all electronic equipment simultaneously to insure that they operate free of interference from other
components within the vehicle. Never power emergency warning equipment from the same circuit or share the same grounding circuit with radio
communication equipment.

Warnings to Users

drivers and pedestrians will properly heed an emergency warning signal. Never assume you have the right-of-way. It is your responsibility to proceed safely
before entering an intersection, driving against traffic, responding at a high rate of speed, or walking on or around traffic lanes.

. Proper installation of this product requires the installer to have a good understanding of automotive electronics, systems and procedures.

. Whelen Engineering requires the use of waterproof butt splices and/or connectors if that connector could be exposed to moisture.

. Any holes, either created or utilized by this product, should be made both air- and watertight using a sealant recommended by your vehicle
manufacturer.

. Failure to use specified installation parts and/or hardware will void the product warranty.

. If mounting this product requires drilling holes, the installer MUST be sure that no vehicle components or other vital parts could be damaged

by the drilling process. Check both sides of the mounting surface before drilling begins. Also de-burr the holes and remove any metal shards
or remnants. Install grommets into all wire passage holes.

. If this manual states that this product may be mounted with suction cups, magnets, tape or Velcro®, clean the mounting surface with a 50/50
mix of isopropyl alcohol and water and dry thoroughly.
. Do not install this product or route any wires in the deployment area of your air bag. Equipment mounted or located in the air bag deployment

area will damage or reduce the effectiveness of the air bag, or become a projectile that could cause serious personal injury or death. Refer to
your vehicle owner’s manual for the air bag deployment area. The User/Installer assumes full responsibility to determine proper mounting
location, based on providing ultimate safety to all passengers inside the vehicle.

The recommended
procedure requires the product ground wire to be connected directly to the NEGATIVE (-) battery post (this does not include products that use
cigar power cords).

. If this product uses a remote device for activation or control, make sure that this device is located in an area that allows both the vehicle and
the device to be operated safely in any driving condition.
. Do not attempt to activate or control this device in a hazardous driving situation.

. This product contains either strobe light(s), halogen light(s), high-intensity LEDs or a combination of these lights. Do not stare directly into
these lights.

Remove the burrs from the wire access hole so as not to damage
the wires. It is recommended that a rubber grommet be installed
to further protect the wires. A gasket will be used between the
beacon base and the mounting surface.

3. After connecting the beacon to the power cable, feed the wires
through the cable access hole and place the base and gasket on
the mounting surface. Align the mounting holes in the base with
the mounting holes in the mounting surface. Secure the beacon
firmly to the mounting surface using the #10 X 5/8 Sheet Metal
Screws provided.

1 Inch (NPT) Pipe Mount:

Threading for a 1” NPT pipe mounting is precast into the base. Feed
the power cable through the 1 inch pipe and connect to wires of
beacon. Screw the beacon to the threads on the pipe, taking
precaution not to damage the power wires. NOTE: Do not tighten
the base too hard so as not to damage the threads.

Temporary Mount (Magnetic, Suction Cup, etc.)

With magnetic or magnetic/suction cup mounting you are able to
remove the beacon if necessary and avoid drilling.
Magnetic/suction: Thoroughly clean the proposed mounting surface
prior to mounting. For suction cup mounting, wipe the suction cup
clean, place the beacon onto its mounting surface and apply gentle
pressure to ensure a good seal has been achieved. The Magnetic/
Suction Cups mount the same way as standard suction cups but are
best suited to a flat, steel surface. Magnetic: Place the beacon onto
the mounting surface and plug it into the vehicle cigar lighter.
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Wiring and Operation:

WARNING! All customer supplied wires that connect to the
positive terminal of the battery must be sized to supply at least
125% of the maximum operating current and FUSED at the
battery to carry the load. DO NOT USE CIRCUIT BREAKERS
WITH THIS PRODUCT!

White/Red - Color LED’s:

Applying +VBAT to this wire activates the color LED’s (RED, BLUE or
WHITE). Connect to power through an SPST switch and fuse the wire
@3Amps.

Red - Amber LED’s:

Applying +VBAT to this wire activates the amber LED’s. Connect to
power through an SPST switch and fuse the wire @3Amps.

NOTE: The AMBER LED’s and the COLOR LED’s each have their
own separate set of flash patterns. Each can be activated sepa-
rately and programmed with its own pattern. You can also acti-
vate both together and select a third flash pattern which will
engage whenever both sets of LED’s are activated together.

Violet - Low Power:

Applying +VBAT to this wire switches the LED'’s to low power. With
Low Power engaged you may select from 4 intensities using Scanlock
the same way you would when selecting a flash pattern.

White/Violet - Scan-Lock™ Flash pattern selection:
To select a flash pattern the LED’s must be activated.

To cycle forward to the next available pattern apply +VBAT to the
WHT/VIO wire for less than 1 second and release.

To cycle back to the previous pattern apply +VBAT to the WHT/
VIO wire for more than 1 second and release.

To change the default pattern allow any pattern to run for more than
5 seconds. The beacon will now display this pattern when activated.

Restoring the factory default pattern (SignalAlert™ 75): Turn the
beacon off. Apply +VBAT to the WHT/VIO wire while turning power to
the beacon on. The factory default pattern will now be displayed.

Use a normally open momentary switch to control Scan-Lock™.

Grey - SYNC:

To SYNC two beacons, configure both to display the same Phase 1
pattern. With power off connect the GREY wires from each beacon
together. When the beacons are activated their patterns will be syn-
chronized. To configure the beacons to alternate their patterns set the
pattern of either beacon to Phase 2 of the current pattern.

Black - Ground: Connect this wire to the vehicle ground.
